Joy permeates our liturgy 
today as the commemoration 
of Christ’s birth nears and the 
promise of his final coming 
takes deeper root in our 
hearts. Our life should be a 
continuing Advent liturgy of 
joy. As John, the self-effacing 
witness leads to the one God 
has sent, we ready our hearts for this happy encounter. 
We read Isaiah’s prophecy as referring to Christ in its 
first section; then we respond joyfully to our savior, 
the Spirit-filled servant of God. When we recognize 
that we are poor, enslaved, broken-hearted, God is 
most able to intervene with power and love. The joy 
and renewal we experience is echoed in our psalm: it is 
Mary’s canticle of praise, her Magnificat.
