Within the fifty days of Easter, the 
feast of the Ascension emphasizes 
Jesus’ return to the Father and its 
consequence: his charge to go make 
disciples of the world. The letter to 
the Ephesians tells us that Jesus is 
head of the Church, his body on 
earth. We see him asserting his 
authority both in Acts and the
