“Rejoice in the Lord always;

Perhaps 
one tangible way we can express our gratitude is to 
offer our time and talents to others this Christmas. For 
example, we could visit a nursing home or a soup 
kitchen or perhaps help with a toy drive for those who 
are less fortunate than us. As stewards, let us 
constantly strive to be grateful for our blessings and 
then seek to share them generously with others.
